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The National Medicinal Plants Board
(NMPB) was set up through a Government
Resolution notified on 24th November
2000 under the Chairmanship of Union
Health & Family Welfare Minister. The ob-
jective of establishing the Board was to
establish an agency which would be re-
sponsible of coordination of all matters re-
lating to medicinal plants, including draw-
ing up policies and strategies for conser-
vation, proper harvesting, cost-effective
cultivation, research and development,
processing, marketing of raw material in
order to promote and develop this sector.
This was considered necessary as me-
dicinal plants as a subject is handled by
different Ministries/Departments like En-
vironment & Forests, Agriculture, Science
& Technology and Commerce. The Board,
therefore, has the function of co-ordina-
tion with Ministries/Department/Organiza-
tions/State/UT Governments for develop-
ment of medicinal plants in general and
specifically in the following fields:-

1) Assessment of demand/supply po-
sition relating to medicinal plants both
within the country & abroad.

2) Advice concerned Ministries/Depart-
ments/Organisations/State/UT Govern-
ments on policy matters relating to
schemes and programmes for develop-
ment of medicinal plants.

3) Provide guidance in the formulation
of proposals, schemes and programmes
etc, to be taken by agencies having ac-
cess to land for cultivation and infrastruc-
ture for collection, storage transportation
of medicinal plants.

4) Identification, inventorization and
quantification of medicinal plants.

5) Promotion of ex-situ and in-situ culti-
vation and conservation of medicinal
plants.

6) Promotion of co-operative effort
among collectors and growers and assist-
ing them to store, transport and market
their produce effectively.

7)Setting up of database system for
inventorisation, dissemination of informa-
tion and facilitating the prevention of Pat-
ents being obtained for medicinal use of
plants which is in the public domain.

8) Matter relating to import/export of raw
material, as well as value added products
either as medicine, food supplements or
as herbal cosmetics including adoption
of better techniques for marketing of prod-
ucts to increase their reputation for quality

and reliability in the country and abroad.

9) Undertaking and awarding scientific,
technological reserch and cost-effectiveness
Studies.

10) Encouraging the Protection of Patent
Rights and IPR.
